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COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE LEVY

The Estates Business Group, Country Land and Business Association and Smiths Gore are gathering evidence on the effect that the CIL might have on rural developments in order to inform our on-going discussions with the Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG).  It seems probable that, if applied, these measures would render many of the business unit conversions undertaken by landowners non viable with unfortunate consequences for them, for local communities and economies and in many cases for the preservation of heritage property.  If our assessment is correct we need evidence to demonstrate these undesirable consequences to Government.  The Conservative's recently published planning green paper contains a local tariff, the impact of which will be similar to CIL.  So, the result of this survey will need to be employed on your behalf, whichever party is elected.

CIL is a new charge which local authorities in England and Wales will be empowered, but not required, to charge on most types of new development in their areas.  It will apply to agricultural and rural business diversification developments.  It will be introduced from 6 April 2010.
CIL charges will be calculated using formulae based on the size (net increase in floor area) and character of a development.  The rate of the charge is not known.  The proceeds will be spent on local and sub-regional infrastructure to support the development of the area.

As well as CIL, local authorities will continue to be able to require a section 106 agreement (also known as a planning obligation) for any new development.  This is because the Government considers section 106 agreements to be a useful tool to ensure that the specific impacts of a development can be mitigated.

[image: image4.jpg]There is an ‘exceptional circumstances discretionary relief’ from CIL but this will only apply where there are section 106 obligations as well and the developer can prove the unviability case.
